On March 21 2002 the first issue of the newspaper “Civil
Initiative” was printed. It was initiated with the aim of filling in
the gap in the information field of human rights sphere in
Vanadzor. It was at that time that it occurred to me to have an
artist for the newspaper, who could express the essence of
the situation and problems through caricatures enabling the
reader to get the full picture. One of my friends
recommended Artak Ohanyan, whom | did not know before.
Some time later, we met and | presented our expectations.
The interesting thing was that the genre of caricatures was
pportunity for Artak. In other words, none of us imagined
what might develop. During this time a new sphere was
formed in our activity, which is hard to define. Let's call it a
cartoon on political topics, but this doesn’t mean, that we are
presenting politics. Let's call it a genre of cartoons on public
topics. But it is a very general description. Taking into
consideration that in our materials we focus on revealing
human rights violations and the ones who perform them, it
would be right to call that sphere rights protection through
cartoons.

Anyhow, we present you with what we have. It is the general
picture of all of the parts created by Artak during the last 4
years.

Our Dutch partners agreed to support us in presenting the full
picture to society. This is Artak Ohanyan's first effort in this
genre with which he introduces himself to the public. | hope
that it will not be the last.
